Established in the year 1998 as an independent unit of the University of Mysore, the 
International Center functions as a ‘single window’ that coordinates all international affairs of 
the University. The Center works in close collaboration with postgraduate departments and 
colleges affiliated to the University of Mysore and other academic and research institutions, 
which have linkages with the University. 
 The International Center provides appropriate support services to international 
faculty and students in such matters as eligibility assessment, admission, obtaining visa 
extension and residential permit, placements, establishing linkages with appropriate 
institutions, finding suitable accommodation for fresher’s and helping them to connect with 
fellow citizens. The center also disseminates information on ‘Study Abroad’ opportunities and 
avenues for international collaborations to faculty and students of various university 
departments.  
 The International Center coordinates admission of international student to various 
courses offered by the departments and colleges under the jurisdiction of the University. The 
Center functions as a liaison between the university of Mysore and students, colleges and 
embassies and consulates, Ministry of Human Resource Development and the Indian Council 
for Cultural relations (ICCR), police and central and state intelligence departments.

      The century old and the most ancient heritage building Jayalakshmi vilas Mansion of royal 
family of mysore is worth mentioning in the history of University of Mysore.
